Campbell said he usually 
handles weddings as part of 
a package, which includes 
providing flowers for 
everything from the 
bouquet to corsages to 
flowers for the reception, 
rehearsal dinner and of 
course the altar.

But other florists may be 
able handle smaller 
requirements. 
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Whether it’s for bouquets, boutonniere, corsages, the altar or the 
reception, brides have a bunch of questions about flowers.

What’s the average cost for wedding flowers? 
Expect to spend anwhere from $500 to $1,000 depending on the amount

 and variety of flowers you’d like.

When do I start shopping for my florist?
If you know your wedding date, start shopping six to 12 months ahead of time. Many of 

the best wedding floral designers and florists are booked well in advance.

We’re on a tight budget. How can we save money? 
There are a few ways to save when shopping for flowers. Choose blooms that are in 

season and/or are locally grown. Ask your florist or designer ahead of time if the flowers 
can be used for both the ceremony and the reception site. Don’t be talked into 

putting flowers into every nook and cranny. Put your most expensive arrangements 
where you want to make the biggest imporession and where they’ll be seen the 

most. Use lots of greenery and choose smaller bouquets.
